2. eCCS and eOPD networks


 a. Electronic Covid Care System (eCCS): eCCS network has been started at Sanjay Gandhi PGI, Lucknow on 1st May2020 with the aim to provide decentralized care of patients suffering from COVID-19 / non- COVID-19 disease. Tele-consultation and remote clinical decision support is being provided from the panel of four specialist doctors sitting at Telemedicine, SGPGI, Lucknow from 8.00 AM to 8.00 PM to the remote doctors treating patients suffering from COVID-19 / non-COVID-19 disease throughout the state of Uttar Pradesh. Total number 723 patients benefited using this system in June.
b. Electronic Outpatient Dept. Clinic (eOPD) network of SGPGI: eOPD facility has been started on 11th May 2020 at the School of Telemedicine and Biomedical Informatics with the aim to provide tele-follow up of old / registered patient specifically seeking treatment from various departments of SGPGI.  More than 25 Dept. doctors are conducting patient care from 9.30 AM to 1.30 PM from Monday to Saturday. A total of number 10,353 patients benefited using this system in the month of June.
3. Establishment of Telemedicine Hub at SGPGI under Ayushman Bharat-Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana (PM-JAY) 
· Dr. Rajesh Jha, General Manager, Community Process (GM, CP), NHM Govt. of U.P., along with Dr Sanjay Tripathi, and his colleague from Jhpiego visited the NRC, SGPGIMS; Lucknow visited the NRC on 2nd June2020.  He reviewed the infrastructure & resources available at National Resource Center (NRC), SGPGIMS, Lucknow to be utilized for implementation of Health & Wellness Centers project in the State.

· A webcast programme on Orientation on integration of Teleconsultation services at Health and Wellness Centers through e-Sanjeevani held on 13th (Saturday), June, 2020 in collaboration with National Health Mission (NHM), Govt. of Utter Pradesh. The webcast programme was hosted at NRC, STBMI SGPGI, Lucknow. Three speakers (Prof. S.K. Mishra, NO, NRC, Dr. Rajesh Jha, G.M. (CP), NHM, Dr. Sanjay Tripathi, SPO, Jhpiego) gave presentation in the orientation programme. Total of 4103 participants (Community Health Officer (CHOs), Medical Officer (MOs), Addl. CMOs, & Community Process Officer) registered and 4600 participant took part in the event.  
· Five MBBS Doctors have been recruited and join 24 June2020  & 27 June2020 under this project and taking training on the esanjeevani platform & application to be used in the project.
