2. eCCS and eOPD networks


 a. Electronic Covid Care System (eCCS): eCCS network has been started at Sanjay Gandhi PGI, Lucknow on 1st May2020 with the aim to provide decentralized care of patients suffering from COVID-19 / non- COVID-19 disease. Tele-consultation and remote clinical decision support is being provided from the panel of four specialist doctors sitting at Telemedicine, SGPGI, Lucknow from 8.00 AM to 8.00 PM to the remote doctors treating patients suffering from COVID-19 / non-COVID-19 disease throughout the state of Uttar Pradesh. Total number of patients benefited to this system is 1573.
b. Electronic Outpatient Dept. Clinic (eOPD) network of SGPGI: eOPD facility has been started on 11th May 2020 at the School of Telemedicine and Biomedical Informatics with the aim to provide tele-follow up of old / registered patient specifically seeking treatment from various departments of SGPGI.  More than 25 Dept. doctors are conducting patient care from 9.30 AM to 1.30 PM from Monday to Saturday. A total of number 6020 patients benefited using this system.
3. Establishment of Telemedicine Hub at SGPGI under Ayushman Bharat-Pradhan Matri Jan Arogya Yojana (PM-JAY) 
National Health Mission (NHM), Govt. of Uttar Pradesh has identified SGPGI as Telemedicine Hub to be connected six District Health & Wellness Centers (HWCs). 

This project is being implemented through National Health Mission (NHM) at all the State & UTs. In the Uttar Pradesh five (05) Medical Institutions / Colleges have been identified at Telemedicine Hub (name as below) to provide Tele-consultation to the peripheral CHCs/ Sub Centers designated as HWCs Spoke node;

1. SGPGIMS, Lucknow

2. KGMU, Lucknow

3. IMS, BHU, Varanasi

4. MLB, Medical College, Jhansi

5. BRD, Medical College, Gorakhpur

Each of above hubs is to be connected at least 80 to 100 HWS nodes which has been decided by the State Health Mission. List of nodes to be connected with SGPGI Hub is attached for your kind reference only. MBBS Doctors to be recruited under the project will provide Tele-consultation to the HWCs node sitting at SGPGI hub, Lucknow and three specialist doctor from SGPGI also will provide tele-consultation as per the roster to be prepared for this project.
