2. eCCS networks


 a. Electronic Covid Care System (eCCS): eCCS network has been started at Sanjay Gandhi PGI, Lucknow on 1st May2020 with the aim to provide decentralized care of patients suffering from COVID-19 / non- COVID-19 disease. Tele-consultation and remote clinical decision support is being provided from the panel of four specialist doctors sitting at Telemedicine, SGPGI, Lucknow from 8.00 AM to 8.00 PM to the remote doctors treating patients suffering from COVID-19 / non-COVID-19 disease throughout the state of Uttar Pradesh. Total number 54 patients benefited using this system in February 2021.

 3.1.4 Establishment of Telemedicine Hub under Smart City Lucknow Limited, Govt. of U.P.
Background: Lucknow Smart City Limited (LSCL) intended to develop smart healthcare delivery infrastructure at the perimeter of Lucknow city to give access to the smart health facilities in terms of health check-ups, diagnostics and doctors consultation availability at nearby location of each citizen of the Lucknow. More than one hundred Smart Health ATM center is to be opened across the city of Lucknow under Smart City. School of Telemedicine & Biomedical Informatics (STBMI), SGPGI, Lucknow have been identified as HUB for supporting this initiative in terms of technical consultancy and facilitating doctors consultation (General & Specialist) along with overall managing the supervising the project operation on behalf of Smart City.
