 a. Electronic Covid Care System (eCCS): eCCS network has been started at Sanjay Gandhi PGI, Lucknow on 1st May2020 with the aim to provide decentralized care of patients suffering from COVID-19 / non- COVID-19 disease. Tele-consultation and remote clinical decision support is being provided from the panel of four specialist doctors sitting at Telemedicine, SGPGI, Lucknow from 8.00 AM to 8.00 PM to the remote doctors treating patients suffering from COVID-19 / non-COVID-19 disease throughout the state of Uttar Pradesh. Total number 102 patients benefited using this system in January2021.
